The Gospel of Matthew Part 1: The Promised King 

“An Unexpected Welcome” - Reverend Matt Koerber

Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the 
days of Herod the king, behold, wise men from the east 

came to Jerusalem, 2saying, "Where is he who has been born 
king of the Jews? For we saw his star when it rose and have 
come to worship him." 3When Herod the king heard this, he 
was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him; 4and assembling 
all the chief priests and scribes of the people, he inquired of 
them where the Christ was to be born. 5They told him, "In 
Bethlehem of Judea, for so it is written by the prophet: 6"'And 
you, O Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, are by no means least 
among the rulers of Judah; for from you shall come a ruler 
who will shepherd my people Israel.'" 

7Then Herod summoned the wise men secretly and 
ascertained from them what time the star had appeared. 8And 
he sent them to Bethlehem, saying, "Go and search diligently 
for the child, and when you have found him, bring me word, 
that I too may come and worship him." 

9After listening to the king, they went on their way. And 
behold, the star that they had seen when it rose went before 
them until it came to rest over the place where the child was. 
10When they saw the star, they rejoiced exceedingly with great 
joy. 11And going into the house, they saw the child with Mary 
his mother, and they fell down and worshiped him. Then, 
opening their treasures, they offered him gifts, gold and 
frankincense and myrrh. 12And being warned in a dream not 
to return to Herod, they departed to their own country by 
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another way.

Communion will be served by elders to 
several people at a time at the front of the 
Church. When you are ready, please proceed 
up using the left aisle. At the ushers’ 
guidance, you may move forward to receive 
the elements as a group. We encourage you 
to exit from the front via the nearest aisle.

Communion is served with wine and with grape juice. The wine is placed in the two 
outer circles of the communion tray, and the grape juice is placed in the inner circle. 
Because Jesus used wine during the first communion service, we believe using real 
wine is beneficial. However, participants are welcome to choose. There is also gluten-
free bread available on each plate.

Please join us in song as we celebrate Christ dwelling with his church in the sacrament 
of communion.
