"Do Not Fear" - David Snoke

« B ehold, I am sending you out as sheep in the midst of
wolves, so be wise as serpents and innocent as doves.
"Beware of men, for they will deliver you over to courts and
flog you in their synagogues, '*and you will be dragged before
governors and kings for my sake, to bear witness before
them and the Gentiles. "When they deliver you over, do not
be anxious how you are to speak or what you are to say, for
what you are to say will be given to you in that hour. *°For it
is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking
through you. ?’Brother will deliver brother over to death, and
the father his child, and children will rise against parents
and have them put to death, *?and you will be hated by all
for my name's sake. But the one who endures to the end will
be saved. ?When they persecute you in one town, flee to the
next, for truly, I say to you, you will not have gone through all
the towns of Israel before the Son of Man comes.

2“A disciple is not above his teacher, nor a servant above his
master. *It is enough for the disciple to be like his teacher,
and the servant like his master. If they have called the master
of the house Beelzebul, how much more will they malign
those of his household.

*%“So have no fear of them, for nothing is covered that will
not be revealed, or hidden that will not be known. *What

those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather fear
him who can destroy both soul and body in hell. *?Are not
two sparrows sold for a penny?

Are you not
of more value than they? And which of you by being anxious can add a
single hour to his span of life? And why are you anxious about clothing?
Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin,
yet | tell you, even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of
these. But if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is alive
and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will he not much more clothe you,
O you of little faith? Therefore do not be anxious, saying, 'What shall we
eat?' or 'What shall we drink?' or "What shall we wear?' For the Gentiles
seek after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need
them all."




Creedal RGSPOI‘ISG: Westminster Confession of Faith 13.1a, 3

Those who are at one time effectively called and regenerated,
having a new heart and a new spirit created in them, are
further sanctified, really and personally, through the virtue
of Christ's death and resurrection, by his Word and Spirit
dwelling in them. The dominion of the whole body of sin is
destroyed, and the various lusts of it are weakened and put
to death more and more....
