Call to Confession: Hebrews 3:12-15, 4:12-13

Take care, brothers, lest there be in any of you an evil,
unbelieving heart, leading you to fall away from the living God.
But exhort one another every day, as long as it is called "today,"
that none of you may be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin. For
we have come to share in Christ, if indeed we hold our original
confidence firm to the end. As it is said, "Today, if you hear his
voice, do not harden your hearts as in the rebellion..." For the
word of God is living and active, sharper than any two-edged
sword, piercing to the division of soul and of spirit, of joints and
of marrow, and discerning the thoughts and intentions of the
heart. And no creature is hidden from his sight, but all are naked
and exposed to the eyes of him to whom we must give account.

Prayer of Confession:

O God of Grace, You have imputed my sin to my substitute,
and you have imputed his righteousness to my soul, clothing
me with a bridegroom's robe and decking me with jewels of
holiness. But in my Christian walk | am still in rags; my best
prayers are stained with sin; my penitential tears are full of
impurity; my confessions of wrong are themselves corrupt; my
reception of the Spirit is tainted with selfishness.

| need to repent of my repentance; | need my tears to be
washed; | have no robe to cover my sins, no loom to weave my
own righteousness; | am always standing clothed in filthy gar-
ments, and by grace | am always receiving a change of cloth-
ing, for you always justify the ungodly.

Every morning let me wear the righteousness of Christ, every

evening return in it, go out to the day's work in it, be married

in it, be wound in death in it, stand before the great throne of
the judgment in it, enter heaven in it shining as the sun. Grant
that | may never lose sight of the exceeding sinfulness of sin,

the exceeding righteousness of salvation, the exceeding glory
of Christ, the exceeding beauty of holiness, and the exceeding
wonder of grace. Amen.
